Honorary Overseas Member

Any person who is a lawyer practising in the commercial field overseas and who
has been invited by the Chairman after consultation with the Vice Chairman and
the Chairman of the International Committee to become an Honorary Overseas

Member for a period of four years.

Honorary Overseas Members will usually be practitioners who have been
practising for more than ten years, specialising in commercial litigation or

arbitration, well-established and with a good reputation in their jurisdiction.

At the end of this four-year period such member may be invited by the Chairman
after consultation with the Executive and the International Committee to
continue as an Honorary Overseas Member for a further period. Such member
may attend the Annual General Meeting, and may speak but not vote thereat.
Such member may, by invitation only, attend other meetings or committees of
COMBAR, and may in respect thereof appoint at his/her discretion an alternate

to attend, speak and vote on his/her behalf.
